
Hazlemere Parish Council Climate Change Working Party Terms of Reference
This policy adopted by Full Council at its Meeting held on 2 June 2020.
Membership of Working Party:
Councillors J Baker, A Baldwin, E Gemmell and D Thompson 

The Parish Council should aim to be carbon neutral by 2030.
Operations of the Working Party
· The Working Party will have not have a Budget.
· The leader of the Working Party to be appointed by the Full Council at the time of the Working Party appointment.
· A Working Party must consist of at least 3 Councillors.
· Quorate: Minimum of 2 Councillors at each meeting.
· Work priorities and co-option of named experts to be approved by Full Council.
· Prepare notes of meetings for Full Council to report on any activity and progress.
· A Working Party do not meet in public, therefore Standing Orders are not applicable, although the Code of Conduct still applies.
· To examine options and make recommendations to Full Council.
· All Members of Council are to be informed of any meetings of any Working Party; and are able to attend and ask for any relevant Working Party documentation.
Specific Actions:

1. Focus – consider the relevance of effect on the climate and carbon emissions when making all future council decisions. When opportunity arises provide feedback on district and county council strategies for transport, housing as well as specific feedback on planning applications. This proposal provides justification to treat climate change as a factor in future decision making. There may also be an opportunity for funding or outside support to help with some projects created in conjunction working towards a carbon neutral community;

2. Natural Environment – taking and encouraging action to capitalise on the area’s distinctive natural history, amenities and assets;
3. Education - particular effort taken to inform and engage local children and youth in this programme through schools and other local groups;

4. Recycling – a commitment to look at this and how the Parish Council can help to improve engagement, information and action in this area;

5. Air Quality - a commitment to look at this and how the Parish Council can help to improve action in this area.
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
