Following the recent damage to the Rose Avenue Park, I strongly request the removal of the shelter in the park. It is only used by youths, and is used for drug taking, and is always littered with used cigarette butts, marijuana butts, nitrous oxide canisters, food, broken glass, food packets etc.  The group of youths meeting there is getting bigger and bigger, we have seen about 30 crammed in and around there. I'm sure you will agree during a time when we are encouraged not to meet in large groups the shelter in making it easy for them to do so.
It is never used by the "law abiding" residents, in fact we make a point of avoiding it due the mess left near it. I along with other dog walkers use the park daily, and we have to avoid the area near the shelter just in case our dogs eat the litter left near it and get ill. The mess is getting so bad that it is now a health and safety risk to both animals and small children, and as you have seen the drugs taken here are fuelling the bad behaviour. I know many dog walkers that go to this park and we are all in agreement that we want the shelter removed. We don't use it and don't know any other responsible adults that do. If we need to sit down we use the benches (which don't hide us from view and are next to the road so easily seen and are therefore unlikely to be used by youths for drug taking). I have attached a photo of the ground next to it so you can see the cigarette and marijuana butts.

Jane reported that:

- the Helpline is sustainably manned for the moment - there is very little demand at present but with the second wave now here this may well change

- the Working Group is very low on prescription volunteers though enough for the moment with current low demand

- Cathy Crownshaw has stood down the CoOp delivery volunteers as she has gone back to work and they were pretty burnt out. Jane had spoken to John at the CoOp who said he was happy to take on the deliveries on Mon/Wed/Fri but Jane asked him to get in touch if he was struggling. Avril (as a local CoOp community rep) has reported that John is finding it difficult. NB Cathy has reported that they were making around 20 deliveries a week at the end.

Russ confirmed that:

- the Working Group still have adequate supplies of PPE

- the CIO still has a significant amount in its charitable fund, including the bulk of the grant received by the Council from Scottish and Southern Energy networks.

Ed reported that he still has around £250 in his crowdfunding account which was requested to provide PPE for local health workers if necessary.

It was agreed that:

- the working group should go ahead and redistribute the Helpline leaflet. ACTION - Ed to organise reprint and distribution. Russ confirmed that this could be funded by the SSE grant held by the CIO. 

- dependent on discussions with the CoOp, the Working Group should ask Full Council to sanction hiring of a delivery driver on a casual basis for a limited number of hours each week, with funding to be provided by the SSE grant held by the CIO. At the same time we should seek charitable funding from the CoOp and make it clear that the funding should support vulnerable people - not those who could get out to shop but choose not to do so. ACTION - Jane to discuss with the Clerk and the CoOp.
