PUBLIC SESSION

A Member of the Public presented the case for the Parish Council to clear the land, owned by the Parish Council, at the bottom of Holmer Green Road woodland behind 1 – 7 Cedar Avenue of self-seeded trees, shrubs, rats and deadly nightshade and to keep the area mown as per the rest of the land, as it had not been cleared since the last Full Council meeting on 1 September 2020 where the same request was made to the Parish Council and requested a copy of the letter that had been sent to other local residents.

A Member of the Public urged the Parish Council not to give free access to Buckinghamshire Council over the easement of land owned by Hazlemere Parish Council and to urge Buckinghamshire Council to give favourable burial rights to Hazlemere residents. The resident is happy to give advice on this matter. You were given the opportunity to speak, back up your objections and support your parishioners. To say you thought you had done is enough is an understatement. We feel not having your support has really let us and our neighbours in Clauds Close down. We thought you had an obligation to your parishioners to aid them in planning support. This build will set a precedent for others to overcrowd the Cedar Park Estate. We are not happy with this decision and would appreciate any advice as we wish to take it further.

1st EMAIL from Member of the Public 

I live at x Clauds Close. As you will know there was a council planning meeting on Tuesday 13th October regarding the planning permission for 10A Clauds Close. I was speaking on behalf of myself and my neighbours. We had compiled an objection letter for the meeting that was read out on our behalf. My query is as follows:

Hazlemere Parish Council made and objection to the build, so why was there no representitve at the meeting?

Why did the local councillors think so strongly about this build but felt they didn't need to send one of their councillors to support their local parishioners in this cause?

We will be putting in a formal complaint about how the meeting was handled. We don't think we were heard fairly and that the application had already been decided. Any help in this matter would be gratefully received.

2. Terriers Farm Information

CONSIDERATION
Verbal update from Clerk/Chairman

Please consider and advise if any additional work needs to be undertaken in light of the email below

It is with some considerable concern that I was recently advised by a mutual colleague, that the Hazlemere Park and Ride is again being proposed as part of the Terriers Farm development.

Furthermore to my utter amazement, it is proposed to locate it on the Hazlemere recreation Ground. You will of course recall that Persimmon Homes have long sought agreement to increased housing numbers and to extend their site into the area designated in the agreed Terriers Farm development brief as open space and playing pitches. All contrary to the agreed development brief developed by the liaison group. You will also recall that this open space was intended to address the short fall of such facilities on the Gomm Valley development, all as approved in the WDC local plan. One could assume therefore that the loss of recreation space on site, if this is allowed to proceed, will re-open the earlier suggestions to "off site" such facilities to Grange Farm. That would be contrary to planning policy and totally un-acceptable to residents and the wider population given its confirmed designation as green belt and AONB.

The proposal for a reinstated Park and Ride again raises serious questions of massive environmental impact in the widest sense for Hazlemere, given the planned extensive development elsewhere, and  particularly so because I understand that the planning application for the farm site will be determined by the county strategic planning panel which of course removes the localism.

In your capacity as Deputy Leader of Buckinghamshire council, I have to ask you why we have not been formally advised of these "proposals" and why no attempt to engage the locality and elected members has taken place, which I find most worrying. Can you please therefore urgently clarify the situation and explain how and why this previously abandoned proposal has seemingly re-emerged. This is especially so, given the historic objections and hitherto established impracticality of establishing a Hazlemere park and ride and why with local elections looming, local members have not been consulted.

I am saddened by the apparent back door tactics and lack of openness and transparency, hopefully you will be able to clarify the situation quickly before it becomes de' facto.

Hazlemere Parish Council Survey

The survey has now closed. Councillors are asked to:

· review the summary document and the list of suggested improvements on Google Drive

· advise on next steps, below

Who responded?
We had 189 respondees online, and 7 using the paper form.  Those completing online were two-thirds women, and mostly in mid-life living with family. Those completing on paper were all ‘older’ (mostly 70+) and 2 had no internet access. Because our numbers are small we can’t treat this as a representative survey but it does give some clear messages and some useful anecdotal information. 

Key messages
Most people were fairly satisfied with Hazlemere as a place to live, with 31% very satisfied, and very few dissatisfied. The top priority for improvement was reducing anti-social behaviour, by a big margin (51% ranked it first) but this was closely followed by:

1. Traffic-calming – with virtually every main artery in Hazlemere named

2. Providing more facilities for children and young people (this was linked to anti-social behaviour, and one person highlighted the negative attitudes to young people in Hazlemere)

3. Improving the environment in various ways.

See the separate summary of suggestions people made for improvement, which gave a good flavour. They also highlight the concern about the new building and lack of infrastructure in Hazlemere.

Next steps
1. We need to draw the winner for the prize draw at the meeting. I propose that we invite someone who has not been involved in analysing the survey to choose a number between 3 and 92 (each one representing an entrant) to be the winner, with a second draw for a back-up in case the winner cannot be contacted via the contact details given.

2. We need to report back to the community as a whole on the results and the action we are taking. I’d welcome your thoughts on timing. It might also be helpful to publicise the survey and the strong messages it contains with those we are trying to influence – in particular the Community Board (which has requested a meeting with me and Ali).

3. Given that ASB came out so strongly, in particular we should consider how we can tackle this – Ali is trying to contact our community policeman to set up a meeting as a first step, but other thoughts welcome.

4. I suggest that all our working groups are charged with considering the results that are relevant to them and in particular the written suggestions given. 

5. We may want to consider the implications for spending when setting our budget in November.
