Could the projecting box sign be turned off after night-time shop closure unless some screening can be added to prevent annoyance to next door neighbours.

Installation of new automatic aluminium bi-parting doors, shopfront, and bollards 
	Again, the Parish Council believes this to refer to 325 Amersham Road rather than 327 which is the flat above the shop. No objection to the doors, shopfront or anti-ramraid bollards. 
However, as the applicant has briefly mentioned parking provision, the Parish Council believes 7 parking spaces at the rear will be inadequate and will cause an overflow onto adjacent pub forecourt, onto Green Street and by the entrance to Market Parade. This will then cause further visibility danger for drivers emerging from Green Street onto Amersham Road. Shoppers should be encouraged to park in Beaumont Way car park. 
Given that ‘goods in’ will be at the front of the shop, the Parish Council has concerns about delivery lorries pulling up there and blocking both the road and the pavement. Similar issues will occur if lorries try to access the Green Street/Market Parade area which is already congested with deliveries and collections to/from other retailers.

I can confirm that the High Wycombe Town Committee are not prepared to grant your parish any discount on the rates for burial, as you are aware the residents of the un-parished area of High Wycombe will be required to pay for the ongoing maintenance of the site as part of their annual Council Tax.

None of the other parishes have been granted preferential rates.

There are no restrictions on who can be buried at the site in a similar way to the High Wycombe Cemetery, fees are doubled for none residents of High Wycombe Town.

Once the site is completed I am happy to arrange for any of your councillors to visit the site and have a tour of the facility.

4. Request for a donation for new Scout Hut

The full grant application form and attachments have been sent, in the past more than amount stated in the grant application policy has been awarded to local charities. I will forward the full application on once received, but please consider, in principle, the application:

I have put in the application to Andy Chapman for possible help for the heating for our Scout Hut. The total bill is quoted as £7487.68. I am unsure how much you might feel able to contribute but I have in the application suggested a figure of £5k from the Community Board and £2,487 from Hazlemere Parish Council.

5. Reply from Buckinghamshire Councillor M Tett re Planning Committees
Thank you for your email. I understand that you wish for a member representing Hazelmere to be on the Buckinghamshire West Planning Committee and the strategic Sites Planning Committee. I hope that I have understood correctly.

Whilst I understand your concern, in practice it would not be possible for a representative of every village and area of a town to be on each Planning Committee. The committees would be very large indeed. More fundamentally, I think it is important to be clear that the role of the members of the two Planning Committees is not to act as local representatives when they sit on the Committees. They are there to judge the applications objectively purely on Planning Grounds. The role of local representation lies with the local councillors. They are intitled to 'Call-in' planning applications to the Committees and to appear before each Committee to speak on behalf of their town or village. There is therefore potentially strong local representation of every area in the county when an application is being considered.

I would recommend that you approach all the local councillors who cover the Hazelmere area and speak with them about your concerns and ask them to consider appearing and speaking at the relevant Planning Committees to ensure a strong representation of local views is heard before any decisions are made.

Protocol for use of outside land for permits

This outlines the use of Hazlemere Parish Council’s Recreation Grounds for exercise groups who charge clients for personal training.

1. All permit regulations apply.

2. Only one user may be present at any Recreation Ground at any given time.
3. The Parish Council will designate a specific area that can be used.

4. No user to be on site prior to 8.00 and after 22.00.

5. All days and times must be agreed prior to a permit being issued.

6. All users are required to have relevant Insurances and Risk Assessments, with copies being provided with the signed permit and payment.

7. The Parish Council will charge each user £25 per quarter for unlimited agreed use of the Recreation Ground(s).

8. A Parish Council signed permit must be carried by the user at all times when on site.
