THAMES VALLEY POLICE REPORT

The Chairman welcomed PCSO M Sara from Thames Valley Police and outlined the results from the Parish Council Residents’ Survey from September 2020, which highlighted residents’ concerns relating to anti-social behaviour in Hazlemere.

PCSO M Sara apologised for the absence of PCSO C Pierce and Parish Council R Hawkins due to other commitments.

PCSO M Sara also agreed that anti-social behaviour in Hazlemere is taking up a lot of Police time and resources and when on duty Hazlemere is patrolled on a Friday and Saturday evenings to help prevent anti-social behaviour. However more resources are only available if the reports received from Members of the Public justify it and at the moment there are only 5 – 10 incidents of all crimes being reported to Thames Valley Police, which is not enough for more resources to be allocated. 

Members of the Public are encouraged to report all anti-social activities to 101 if they are currently taking place or on their website at a later time. https://www.thamesvalley.police.uk/ro/report/ocr/af/how-to-report-a-crime/. Thames Valley Police appreciate this is very time consuming as phone waits are around 30 – 40 mins and an online form takes around 20 mins for completion.

Various ideas were put forward for Parish Council consideration, which involve allocating a budget for any projects, including having a mosquito alarm, which only younger people can hear, turning the youth shelter to face the road, installing lighting and CCTV. The Parish Council has opened a dialogue with Sir William Ramsay School, although it has been identified that not all the anti-social behaviour is conducted by people who live in or go to school in Hazlemere.

Thames Valley Police are considering various protection orders for Hazlemere to restrict activities relating to anti-social behaviour linked to drugs and alcohol.

The key areas for anti-social behaviour are Rose Avenue Recreation Ground, Hazlemere Recreation Ground, The Dell Recreation Ground, Badger Way Recreation Ground, Grange Area Trust Land and Park Parade Shops.

Thames Valley Police and the Parish Council agreed that this session had been extremely helpful for both parties and future sessions will be arranged.

2. Dog Bin Usage

The Dog Bin Usage for October 2020 is on Google Drive; Level 4 indicates that the bins are full when emptied. The bins are filing up quicker during the lockdown period.
A new bin is currently being installed in January 2021 at the end of Toms Turn, as previously agreed by Full Council.

It costs £2.94 per bin to empty; there are currently 29 dog bins. (£85.26 per week and £4,433.52 per annum) The annual budget is currently £5,500 inc £1,200 or new bins; therefore £130 would need to be vired from the General Reserve.
3. Request for 2 Paddle Tennis Courts at Hazlemere Recreation Ground 
Nick from UK Padel Ltd will be attending and speaking in the public session and is happy to take any questions from Councillors.
Historically Hazlemere Parish Council has not wanted to enclose more than one third of Hazlemere Recreation Ground, this was one of the reasons that the Croquet Club’s request was refused.
The briefing document is available to view on Google Drive.

I have been speaking with John Horton about the potential of building/running Padel Tennis courts at the Hazlemere Recreation Ground - and he suggested that I write a brief document to be circulated to the Parish Councillors to be discussed at the next meeting.
We believe that this is a really exciting opportunity to extend the range of sports on offer at the Rec, and bring a whole new group of local people into regular recreational sport; and all without unduly impacting the facilities and space already on offer.

Historically Hazlemere Parish Council has not wanted to enclose more than one third of Hazlemere Recreation Ground, this was one of the reasons that the Croquet Club’s request was refused.

· giving the Hazlemere Memorial Hall CIO an interest free loan for 2 years for £10,000;

· deciding on the location for easy access to power and waste facilities;

· deciding on the type of build (Wood/brick);

· who would be responsible for the build/planning permission;

· Lease/Rent of the land
As councillors are aware, the proprietors of the Canny Café in Hazlemere have been operating a temporary refreshments facility on Saturday mornings at Hazlemere Recreation Ground for the 200+ junior footballers and parents associated with Holy Trinity Juniors football Club (HTJ). This involves them erecting a gazebo every week in all weather conditions which is located on the strip of glass to the left of the front door at the Hazlemere Memorial Hall. This initiative has been a huge success and has proved very popular but the current set up is not an ideal long-term solution.

Our longer serving councillors will recall that when the building first opened in 2010, a small kitchen facility had been purpose built to the right of the front door which was shared by Hazlemere Pre-School (as it was then) and the volunteers from HTJ on Saturday mornings. The Mapletoft regime then handed over this facility completely to Little Cherubs and is largely used now by Cherubs as additional office space.

In recent years, the Trustees of Hazlemere Memorial Hall have tried to find other ways to accommodate the junior football community. Prior to the Canny Café initiative, the tea bar volunteers tried operating from the upstairs kitchen and Ken Williams room. However, this required parents and children to enter via the tennis courts area and then have to walk up the metal staircase with their muddy footwear which was far from ideal or practical. The more recent Canny Café initiative has proved that with a more convenient location, such a facility will be well used.

In recent months, we have been exploring potential options for a base for a refreshments hut. One option, would be to build it in underneath the balcony to the left of the changing room doors at the back of the building. The attached visual will give councillors a better understanding of the proposed hut at this potential location. Usage could be extended to Sunday mornings to accommodate the youngsters associated with the Hazlemere Community Youth Club. Hazlemere Sports Football Club could also operate a tea bar for their home games on Saturday afternoons. Therefore, the facility wouldn’t be just for the exclusive use of the Canny Café proprietors. 

Please can councillors consider whether they are willing to give their blessing to this proposed improvement to the building with the obvious benefits to the Hazlemere community? In addition to:

· Consider the most suitable location for this proposed refreshments hut? In our view, the only other viable location would be to locate it on the strip of grass where they operate now. The serving hatch could be facing the car park utilising the exiting pathway outside the cellar cupboard.

· We estimate that a budget of £15K would be required to build a good quality hut in keeping with the fabric of the HMH building. Would HPC be willing to give the Trustees of the HMH an interest-free loan of £10K, repayable over a 2-year period?

I have something that I think is worth tabling to HSA/Parish or whoever relevant – Re: the road bend where the lockable gate is.
As you know I’m on that closest tennis court all day, Monday through to Saturday, so have a very good vantage point.

Every day I see and hear cars speeding round that corner both directions – and the amount of times two almost colliding cars need to slam on the brakes to avoid crashing is ridiculous.

I also see loose dogs, adult pedestrians, and worst of all children walking across or around that corner just waiting to be hit. I’ve only ever seen one car on car collision in my time, and a few very almost collisions with dogs, but only consider it luck there haven’t been more.

The location is a blind bend and in my opinion is extremely dangerous, and shouldn’t be waited on for a serious accident to then alleviate. Can it be please be raised with the appropriate Committee, to either:

1) Permanently amend the hedge end, shortening it so that the bend is no longer blind (I understand that this would affect the location integrity of the gate so not an appropriate option)

Or
2) Purchase and install a curved traffic mirror to provide sight from both directions

I hope something can be agreed upon and executed as soon as possible!
