	The main concern here must be the noise that these units will generate, especially at night and when (as stated in the noise impact report) they “produce higher noise levels when the ambient temperature is higher as they have to work harder to reject the same amount of heat energy”. The Parish Council asks the deciding body to make sure that noise is kept below the background noise level as per Local Plan requirements and to carry out independent assessments to ensure this happens. The shop will be bordered on two sides by residential properties to whom consideration needs to be shown, especially on noise and disturbance. The Parish Council repeats its previously stated concerns about inadequate parking for shoppers and the effect of deliveries which must not be allowed to block the road(s) or pavement(s). Again the Parish Council asks for improved signage to Beaumont Way shoppers’ car park to relieve pressure on Green Street, which is very narrow.

I can understand this is frustrating for you as we have been back many times to resolve this ongoing problem.

The unit was taken out of the ground before Christmas and we drilled through to allow for water drainage.

The countryside is waterlogged, there is nowhere for all this excess water to go and it shows up more in a cavity such as this trampoline base.

The only option I have is to wait like we have before for the water levels to reduce and check the unit over again. If this is still the same, we might need to discuss another option of play for this area.

We are due back in Feb to inspect, we can check again then and report back.

2. E Scooter trial for Hazlemere by Buckinghamshire Council 

CONSIDERATION

Please consider the proposed plan by Buckinghamshire Council for a new e scooter trail in Hazlemere and the proposed locations (this email has also been sent to Chepping Wycombe Parish Council as one location in Kings Ride is in their Parish.)
I hope you are aware of an e-scooter trial currently up and running in High Wycombe. 

The trial started in mid-November and there have been a number of press releases and updates issued by the Council regarding progress.

Electric-scooter schemes launch in Aylesbury and High Wycombe to support Covid restrictions | Buckinghamshire Council
We are looking to see if any of the surrounding communities would be interested in the trial being expanded out as a service for residents.

The trial is run at no cost to the Council and would involve the operator painting ‘parking bays’ from which all journeys start and end.  These bays are usually within the highway extent.     

We would welcome the opportunity to have your input into whether Hazelmere would be a suitable location for the trial to be extended out to and in the identification of locations to ‘park’ the scooters.

Safety has always been a key consideration for the trial and a number of routes have been excluded from the trial (using geo-fencing technology) but we think there could be a couple of options that could link Hazelmere into the existing trial.

The trials were introduced by the Department of Transport  as a direct response to the Covid pandemic, providing a travel option for key workers who may not want to use enclosed public transport at the current time.   Covid was therefore a key concern before the e-scooter trial began and the following arrangements have been in place from the beginning:

· The material on the handle-bars is an anti-viral sleeve. 

· All riders are encouraged through the app to use sanitiser before they start a ride.

· The scooters are sanitised daily and whenever a battery needs changing or maintenance is required.  

I have included a link below to one of the press releases. We are currently collating statistics and other data to provide an overview of the trial 2 months after commencement which we will be able to share with you shortly. 

Please contact me if you have any questions or comments.   
In response to concerns raised from the BC road safety team and the main Hazlemere double roundabout, access can be restricted. Users will have to walk the scooter through here. We can put a message in the app for anyone in Hazlemere to warn them that the scooter will turn off when they get near to the roundabouts and that they will have to walk the scooter to the other side.

After a quick search of our info@zippmobility.com email address, we have received 10+ emails from Hazlemere residents looking for scooters up there.

Loan Policy

The Loan Policy was adopted by Full Council at its Meeting held on 2 February 2021.

Under certain situations consideration may be given to loan applications from organisations (not individuals) as defined in this policy under the following terms: 
1.1. A loan is awarded for a particular defined purpose, within the Parish.

1.2 A loan cannot be made to fund political activities.

1.3 The organisation making a loan request should be a non-profit making voluntary organisation where membership is open (i.e. no discrimination of membership on grounds of sex, race, religion etc.) 
1.4 The maximum period of repayment of a loan is 5 years. 
1.5. The interest rate applied to the loan shall be the average base rate, as supplied by the Council’s bankers, plus 1.0% or 4.0% whichever greater. 
1.6. Under normal circumstances only one application will be considered in any one Financial Year and will be determined by the availability of Council’s financial reserves. 
1.7. Before a loan is authorised, the Council must ensure that guarantees/guarantors for repayment are found to be acceptable.
1.8 The Parish Council would need the loan application form to be completed.

1.9 The Parish Council would require a copy of the current bank statement of the applicant.

The only comment I received was from Councillor P Fleming:
I would like to see the following amendments / discussion on amendments:
· Specific reference to the legislation that allows this, e.g. Local Government Act or Localism Act.  Is this covered by section 137 of the LGA?

· The loans policy should be an amendment  to the Grants & Donations Policy rather than a new policy

· At 1.9, I think we should see the applicant’s books from current/previous financial year rather than a bank statement

Whilst we will no doubt discuss this at Council, I feel uneasy about loaning money to the Memorial Hall to pay for their insurance.  Looking at the Grants and Donations Policy, “Any grant made by the Parish Council must directly benefit the Parish of Hazlemere and its Parishioners. The Parish Council cannot make donations to individuals unless the Community directly benefit.”

3. Access from properties to Parish Council land
Any access from properties onto Parish Council land require permission from the Parish Council, I am not aware this permission has been granted onto any Parish Council land. e.g. The Recreation Grounds, Manor Farm Estate Holmer Green Road Woodland etc.
